(Run this cylinder on flost while installing tile.)





This new plow design was made for customer demand. This 3-point plow has the same shank as the 4+ Plow. This 3-point design makes backing into your tile ditch easier and can be pulled with a smaller machine than some of my other designs. The main boot will pull 3” and 4” tile with the add on of the optional boot able to pull 6” tile.

Tongue


18” long








When using this 3-Point Plow, put the tractor’s 3-point control at 20”-24” and shut the draft control off. The smaller cylinder is used to raise and lower the plow and runs on float while installing tile. The top, larger cylinder, is used to control plow depth.


If a Category 3 Quick Coupler is used, this plow can be mounted on the back of a smaller track machine because this plow has it’s own lift cylinder.








Lift cylinder


6” x 20”





3” & 4” tile boot – front of plow 7” wide


5” & 6” tile boot – front of plow 9” wide


8” tile boot – front of plow 12” wide
